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It has been another tough year for sales in the continuing 
business but measures to increase margins and reduce 
administrative costs have been successful. During the year 
we also completed the acquisition of Feedback Data which 
is already producing profits.

Revenues for the year were £8,425,000 compared to 
£8,669,000 in 2012, a fall of 2.8%. Adjusted operating profit 
was £333,000 before tax and exceptional costs, compared 
to £287,000 in the previous year, an increase of 16%. Gross 
profit margin increased significantly from 45.3% of revenue 
in 2012 to 49.6% in 2013. Exceptional costs totalling 
£211,000 were incurred. These comprised the acquisition 
costs, redundancy, legal and other costs associated with 
the restructuring of the sales team and re-organisation in our 
mobile retail operation in Leamington.

Due to our continued investment in research and 
development there is a tax credit for the year of £94,000. 
Adjusted earnings for the year were, therefore, £400,000 
compared to £336,000 in 2012 making adjusted earnings 
per share 0.40p per share against 0.33 per share in 2012, 
an increase of 21% on last year.

Balance sheet 
The Group’s balance sheet remains strong and debt free. 

At the year end the cash balance was £219,000 compared 
to £1,614,000 at the end of 2012. The decrease was mainly 
attributable to the purchase of Feedback Data for cash, 
the pay-out of a dividend to shareholders and an increase 
in trade receivables during 2013. The fact that sales were 
high in the last quarter meant that, at the year end, trade 
receivables were £2,443,000, an increase of £614,000. 
Trade receivables are expected to return to normal levels 
during the first quarter of 2014.

Dividend
Despite the use of some cash reserves during 2013 for 
acquisition, the Board remains committed to the policy of a 
dividend. Subject to shareholders’ approval at the AGM, it 
is our intention to pay a maintained dividend of 0.10 pence 
per ordinary share on 25 June 2014 to shareholders on the 
register on 23 May 2014. The ‘ex’ dividend date will be  
21 May 2014.

The market
Belgravium designs, installs and maintains data capture 
systems for a variety of industries. Over the past few 
years Belgravium has seen changes in its marketplace 
as customers demand complete solutions. As a result 
Belgravium has adapted its product set and forged strong 
partnerships to suit this demand. Belgravium has moved a 
long way from its original role as a hardware manufacturer 
and is now involved in packaged software, as well as  
in-vehicle telematics and tracking services. We also  
offer fully managed support services, tailored to customer’s 
demands and the ability to maintain and support  
customer’s outsourced software, where the source  
code is under their ownership.

Naturally such a change means different skills, particularly 
in selling and re-structuring to this effect has been achieved 
in 2013. Some of the costs of this process are shown as 
exceptional in the financial statements.

Operational review
Sales in the logistics side of the business showed growth 
in 2013 but this was offset with a quieter year in the mobile 
retailing market – this was not unexpected as 2011 and 
2012 were buoyant in this area.

Our focus on product development and in offering  
broader solutions is demonstrated by some of our recent 
contract gains:

•	NWC Group, the UK’s leading independent window 
cleaning provider for whom we have installed an online 
cloud-based scheduling and tracking system allowing 
them to manage and progress their jobs with real time 
visibility with a tracking and monitoring device on each 
cleaner’s vehicle.

•	Corrib Oil selected Belgravium for the supply of their 
complete in-cab computer solution. The system 
incorporates ‘driver performance’ statistics, together 
with the proof of delivery software application and vehicle 
tracking of their fleet. 

I am pleased to report that, as anticipated, the second half 
of the year has been stronger than the first and that our overall 
result for the year, before exceptional costs, is broadly in line 
with expectations. 

Chairman’s statement
for the year ended 31 December 2013
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•	During the course of 2013, the addition of offering vehicle  
tracking and telematics to our solution has culminated in 
us securing 12 new customers.

•	Hermes parcel delivery service have expanded their use 
of our system where we provide a complete managed 
service now using over a 1,000 of our Atlanta hand-held 
devices to control and monitor distribution of parcels 
between their hubs and depots. 

•	Peters Foods also signed a five year managed service deal 
which included an upgrade of our Van Sales/Distribution 
software across their entire fleet.

•	Port of Tyne selected the recently released Vienna vehicle 
mounted devices using GPRS communications across 
the whole site. Installed in their dockside cranes and using 
GPRS allowed a faster implementation at a much reduced 
capital cost, compared with installing a complex Wi-Fi 
network.

•	 In South Africa our partner Aquillon, who installed their 
first system with us in 2012, has now won a second and 
significant contract with Engen using our solution within 
their 200 vehicle petrol forecourt distribution fleet. 

•	Belgravium was also successful in winning a significant 
contract in Australia, regaining an old customer, Jetstar, 
who are operating with over 300 devices for both 
domestic and international flights.

During the second half of 2013, we re-structured and 
strengthened elements of our mobile retail team. In 
particular, a new General Manager was recruited with 
relevant and previous experience in the airline industry. We 
expanded the software development team adding new 
programmers to cope with the technical requirements of 
adapting to new platforms such as Android and Apple iOS. It 
is pleasing to report that the new members have integrated 
well with the existing team, and higher sales are forecast for 
2014 with some contracts already being installed.

Acquisitions
A year ago we stated that whilst we aimed to grow 
organically and would shape our organisation to do this, 
organic growth alone was unlikely to be sufficient. We set 
out certain criteria for acquisition and are pleased to report 
one valuable addition has been made during the year.

At the end of May we completed the acquisition of Feedback 
Data for £243,000 plus the injection of £368,000 to pay off 
inter-company loans and provide working capital. As has 
already been reported, this company is consistent with our 
strategy of providing complete data capture solutions but 
in this case, directed to Access Controls and Time and 
Attendance systems. The Company has a small leased 
office in Sussex and we have retained key employees at 
that base whilst making some changes in the sales force 
and administrative organisation. The costs associated 
with these changes have been treated as exceptional 
and making due allowance for this, Feedback made a 
contribution to Group profits in its seven months of trading 
post acquisition. We also made good progress in technical 
integration with the Group by jointly developing a new Time 
and Attendance terminal for outdoor use and a mobile 
GPRS communications device to allow for remote terminal 
installation in temporary or ‘hard to cable’ installations.

The budget for 2014 anticipates that Feedback will 
consolidate on the work done since acquisition and continue 
to provide profits, as well as being cash generative. We are 
confident that this small acquisition will prove to be a very 
good addition to the Group.

However, this is by no means the end of the quest for 
growth. We have set out our strategy as offering complete 
solutions in logistics and although we have many of the 
components of the solutions in-house, we do need better 
leverage on our new supply of tracking and scheduling 
software and a 2014 objective will be to strengthen this 
position. We will also be considering further development in 
the security market, where technical expertise can help to 
secure sales.

Outlook
2013 was a year of consolidation in the core business 
supplemented by the successful acquisition of Feedback. In 
2014 we expect to make further and accelerated progress. 
The economic outlook is at long last improving and we 
expect this to encourage our customers to start spending 
more readily. We believe the measures we have taken 
over the last few years to reduce costs and enhance our 
product offering have placed Belgravium in a good position 
to capitalise on this change and that 2014 will prove to be a 
significantly more successful year.

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Business review and principal activities
Belgravium Technologies plc and its subsidiaries (‘the 
Group’) write and supply packaged software and design and 
build industrial mobile computing devices used in a wide 
variety of field based delivery, logistics, retail, service and 
security applications. In all aspects of supply, the Group is 
principally concerned with the collection and supply of real 
time data in mobile computer applications for their clients. 

The Group has been successful in retaining turnover and 
profit. It has maintained market position in the areas where 
it is strongest. In the Logistics sector we saw some real 
growth on what has been quite a flat market. The Group 
has been involved in adding to the product portfolio to allow 
a complete solution offering to the clients. The addition 
of systems such as vehicle telematics and tracking has 
culminated in around a dozen new customers.

The market continues to be competitive and the financial 
constraints of expenditure continue. The ability to offer more 
of a total solution allows cost justification to be more readily 
achieved. Some of the additional products we supply in 
order to offer the total solution is achieved by partnerships 
with other companies who have weaknesses where we have 
strength. As we progress the success of these relationships 
in terms of both, working partnership and gaining new 
business, it provides more detail on the type of acquisition 
the Group should seek.

The mobile computing solutions market we operate in is fast 
developing and continually changing, this could be cause 
for concern and a potential risk. The Group is continually 
assessing trends and developments and determining 
any risks that must be overcome. The growth of different 
operating systems on mobile devices (other than Microsoft) 
has meant the commencement of development initiatives on 
both our application software and operating systems on our 
own devices. This eliminates the Group’s dependence on the 
existing systems that have for ten years dominated the sector.

Pricing pressure has been something the Group has 
constantly monitored and the need to offer more than just 
a product in a capital expense constrained environment is 
now very apparent. The Group offers additional products 
within the solution and backs this by offering a full managed 
support service contract to the client. The latter alleviates 
the need for the client to resource the management of the 
system as Belgravium can offer real cost benefit due to the 
economies of scales enjoyed by supporting multiple systems 
across the user base.

The Group acquired Feedback Data during 2013 to further 
add to our presence in real time data systems. The products 
are designed and supported predominantly in the Access 
Control marketplace in both retail and industrial sectors. 
They supply through an established distributor channel as 
well as through strategic major accounts. The scope of 
supply also includes, software, hardware and managed 
service contracts.

In summary to financial performance, the Group has worked 
to maintain and increase gross profit margin and continue 

to build up the annual recurring revenue, with licence and 
managed service solutions. Both these areas saw increases 
of around 10% on previous year.

The results for the Group show a pre-tax profit of  
£125,000 (2012: £282,000) on sales of £8,425,000  
(2012: £8,669,000). 

Business environment
The Group’s operations are focused on the industrial and 
retail environment; logistics, transport distribution, secure 
access control and mobile point of sale. Although servicing 
different customers, the nature of the products and services 
and channels to market are comparable and hence the 
directors regard the Group as operating in one primary 
segment, where the risks and returns are similar. Operating 
reviews by individual market sector are not prepared or 
reviewed by the Board.

Air travel is increasingly competitive due to the current 
economic climate. All carriers, on a worldwide basis, are 
acutely aware that profit improvement is achievable through 
high margin inflight sales. The Group’s offering of approved 
hardware with back office and application software allows 
sophisticated sales and marketing strategies to be used to 
maximise revenue and minimise waste.

Logistics has undergone a radical change over the past 
few years with warehouses operating on a 24 hour basis 
providing contract facilities for a wide variety of products 
and companies. The Group provides mobile computing 
solutions for warehouse operations for both truck mounted 
and hand-held applications. These solutions communicate 
using wireless technology and provide real time data. 
This technology improves supply chain management and 
significantly reduces warehouse operating costs.

The Group supports a significant number of vehicle fleet 
operators (including a large number of fuel distributors) 
on a worldwide basis, through direct sales in Europe and 
through well-established business partners in North America 
and SE Asia. The Group offers both sophisticated software 
and hardware approved for use in controlled atmospheres 
designed to optimise the cost of delivery and customer 
service. This sector continues to grow both in the number 
of users and in the requirements for upgrade as newer and 
more capable technologies become available.

The Group design and supply complete Time and 
Attendance and Security Access control systems. Utilising 
a strong distributor channel as well as servicing major 
accounts directly in both industrial and retail sectors.

Strategy
The Group’s overriding strategy is to achieve attractive 
and sustainable rates of growth and returns through a 
combination of organic growth and acquisition. 

Acquisition
The Group has a clearly defined acquisition strategy and the 
directors will continue to consider acquisitions in new market 
sectors and geographies which will enhance earnings.
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Organic growth
The Group has significant business in retail systems 
on board aircraft. It will continue to grow this sector by 
enhanced software offerings and targeted selling to a 
worldwide industry. In addition by using business partners 
across the world the Group is able to offer local customer 
support, a key issue for all international carriers.

The Group, although well established in several of the major 
European market places, sees a clear opportunity for further 
European expansion. Strategies are in place to extend the 
Group’s coverage of this very significant region.

The technologies available within the Group have 
applications outside the four principal market sectors 
currently being exploited. In all field based applications there 
is an ever present demand to improve customer service and 
to lower the costs of providing that service. The Group is 
pursuing a number of opportunities which will broaden the 
current sector coverage.

Product range
The different market sectors serviced by the Group 
necessitate products with technical features and attributes 
specific to that market. Nonetheless, in all the hardware 
manufactured by the Group there are a number of core 
technologies and competencies. The Group will continue to 
invest in these core technologies to reduce product costs 
and to provide bespoke software offerings for key market 
sectors and customers. In-house designed hardware 
manufacture combined with application software gives  
the business the opportunity to create market specific 
solutions, a significant differentiating factor over much of  
the competition. 

Environmental
The Group recognises the importance of managing 
consumption of the world’s natural resources as well as 
providing a safe and healthy working environment for its 
employees. The Group consumes non-replaceable raw 
materials and energy and clearly the successful growth of 
the Group will lead to an increased consumption of raw 
materials on an absolute basis. We therefore seek to reduce 
the amount of resources consumed on a unit by unit basis to 
limit the size of our environmental footprint.

Principal risks and uncertainties
The directors recognise that within the business there 
are a number of risks which may significantly impact the 
performance of the business. These risks are subjected 
to regular review and where appropriate processes are 
established to minimise the level of exposure. These are 
summarised below:

People
The principal asset of the Group is the commitment and 
skill of its people. The retention of these people is therefore 
key to the success of the business. The Group monitors 
closely the satisfaction of its employees and ensures that 
remuneration packages match both contribution and the 
wider employment market. In addition, the Group has in

place schemes which are related to Group results and which 
allow key employees to participate in the success of the 
Group as a whole.

Technology changes
Changes in technology occur at an ever increasing rate. 
Through its technical functions the business monitors 
emerging technologies and seeks to understand how these 
technologies will impact current business and how they may 
be incorporated in designs of future product offerings.

Competition 
The Group recognises that it operates on a global basis 
and as such is subject to competitive global pricing as 
well as service and performance criteria in local markets. 
Margins are monitored on a contract by contract basis and 
commercial decisions are adjusted accordingly. The Group 
recognises that a global strategy will create issues of foreign 
exchange fluctuations but that the overall contribution from 
such markets more than compensates for the level of risk.

Key commercial relationships
The Group has a diverse range of customers and suppliers, 
and whilst these relationships are of significant importance to 
the Group’s development, no single customer or supplier is 
of critical importance to the ongoing success of the Group.

Business partners
The Group operates through business partners in 
certain parts of the world. The retention of their loyalty to 
the Group’s product offering is important. The business 
is in frequent contact with these companies and regular 
visits are made. The business supports these partners 
both commercially and in terms of market information and 
lead generation. The Group also encourages these partners 
to supply local services, and hence earn a revenue stream, 
for contracts that the Group may have secured on a world-
wide basis.

The financial risks faced by the Group are detailed in note 3 
to the financial statements.

Key performance indicators
The directors monitor the business based on revenue and 
gross margin levels.

Group sales reduced from £8,669,000 in 2012 to 
£8,425,000 in 2013, a 2.8% reduction. 

The gross margin has increased from 45.3% to 49.6%  
as a result of offering complete solution and the acquisition 
of Feedback Data. While there is continued pressure both 
on selling prices and on the costs of incoming components, 
the Group has continued to use its manufacturing 
capability and its Group purchasing power to mitigate  
these pressures.

1	 General information
Belgravium Technologies plc (‘the Parent Company’ or ‘Company’) and its subsidiaries (together ‘the Group’) design and 
build rugged mobile computing devices and develop software solutions used in a wide variety of field based delivery, logistics 
and service applications. The Company is a public company limited by share capital incorporated and domiciled in the 
United Kingdom. The Company has its listing on the Alternative Investment Market. The address of its registered office is  
1 George Square, Glasgow, G2 1AL. 

2	 Summary of significant accounting policies
The principal accounting policies applied in the preparation of these consolidated financial statements are set out below. 
These policies have been consistently applied to all the years presented, unless otherwise stated.

2.1 Basis of preparation
The consolidated financial statements of Belgravium Technologies plc have been prepared in accordance with International 
Financial Reporting Standards as adopted by the European Union (IFRSs as adopted by the EU), IFRIC interpretations and 
the parts of the Companies Act 2006 applicable to companies reporting under IFRSs. The consolidated financial statements 
have been prepared on a going concern basis under the historical cost convention.

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with IFRSs requires the use of certain critical accounting estimates. It 
also requires management to exercise its judgement in the process of applying the Group’s accounting policies. The areas 
involving a higher degree of judgement or complexity, or areas where assumptions and estimates are significant to the 
consolidated financial statements are disclosed in note 4.

2.2 Consolidation
Subsidiaries are all entities over which the Group has the power to govern the financial and operating policies generally 
accompanying a shareholding of more than half of the voting rights. Subsidiaries are fully consolidated from the date on 
which control is transferred to the Group. They are de-consolidated from the date that control ceases.

The purchase method of accounting is used to account for the acquisition of subsidiaries by the Group. The cost of an 
acquisition is measured as the fair value of the assets given, equity instruments issued and liabilities incurred or assumed at 
the date of exchange. Identifiable assets acquired and liabilities and contingent liabilities assumed in a business combination 
are measured initially at their fair values at the acquisition date, irrespective of the extent of any minority interest. The 
excess of the cost of acquisition over the fair value of the Group’s share of the identifiable net assets acquired is recorded 
as goodwill. If the cost of acquisition is less than the fair value of the net assets of the subsidiary acquired, the difference is 
recognised directly in the income statement.

Inter-company transactions, balances and unrealised gains on transactions between Group companies are eliminated. 
Accounting policies of subsidiaries have been changed where necessary to ensure consistency with the policies adopted by 
the Group.

2.3 Segment reporting
Operating segments are reported in a manner consistent with the internal reporting provided to the chief operating decision 
maker. The chief operating decision maker (‘CODM’), who is responsible for allocating resources and assessing performance 
of the operating segments, has been identified as the Executive Board. The Executive Board consider that the Group 
comprises of one segment, being the supply and maintenance of real time electronic data systems, and this is how results 
are reported to the Executive Board.

2.4 Foreign currency translation
(a) Functional and presentation currency
Items included in the financial statements of each of the Group’s entities are measured using the currency of the primary 
economic environment in which the entity operates (‘the functional currency’). The consolidated financial statements are 
presented in Sterling, which is the Company’s functional and presentation currency.

(b) Transactions and balances
Foreign currency transactions are translated into the functional currency using the exchange rates prevailing at the dates 
of the transactions. Foreign exchange gains and losses resulting from the settlement of such transactions and from the 
translation at year-end exchange rates of monetary assets and liabilities denominated in foreign currencies are recognised in 
the income statement.

2.5 Property, plant and equipment
Property, plant and equipment is stated at historical cost less accumulated depreciation. Historical cost includes expenditure 
that is directly attributable to the acquisition of the items. 

Subsequent costs are included in the asset’s carrying amount or recognised as a separate asset, as appropriate, only when 
it is probable that future economic benefits associated with the item will flow to the Group and the cost of the item can be 
measured reliably. The carrying amount of the replaced part is derecognised. All other repairs and maintenance are charged 
to the income statement during the financial period in which they are incurred.

Depreciation is calculated using the straight-line method to reduce the asset’s cost to their residual values over their 
estimated useful lives, as follows:

Plant and machinery	 over 2–5 years

Fixtures, fittings, tools and equipment	 over 4–5 years

Residual values and useful lives are reviewed, and adjusted if appropriate, at each balance sheet date.

An asset’s carrying amount is written down immediately to its recoverable amount if the asset’s carrying amount is greater 
than its estimated recoverable amount.

2.6 Intangible assets
(a) Goodwill
Goodwill represents the excess of the cost of an acquisition over the fair value of the Group’s share of the net identifiable 
assets of the acquired subsidiary at the date of acquisition. 

Goodwill on acquisitions of subsidiaries is included in ‘intangible assets’. Separately recognised goodwill is tested annually 
for impairment and carried at cost less accumulated impairment losses. Impairment losses on goodwill are not reversed. 
Gains and losses on the disposal of an entity include the carrying amount of goodwill relating to the entity sold.

Goodwill is allocated to cash-generating units for the purpose of impairment testing. The allocation is made to those cash-
generating units or groups of cash-generating units that are expected to benefit from the business combination in which the 
goodwill arose.

(b) Development expenditure
Development expenditure is stated at historic cost less accumulated amortisation. Costs incurred on development projects 
(relating to the design and testing of new or improved products) are recognised as intangible assets when the following 
criteria are fulfilled:

•	 it is technically feasible to complete the intangible asset so that it will be available for use;

•	management intends to complete the intangible asset and use or sell it;

•	 there is an ability to use or sell the intangible asset;

•	 it can be demonstrated how the intangible asset will generate probable future economic benefits;

•	 adequate technical, financial and other resources to complete the development and to use or sell the intangible asset are 
available; and

•	 the expenditure attributable to the intangible asset during its development can be reliably measured.

Other development expenditure that does not meet the criteria is recognised as an expense as incurred. Development costs 
previously recognised as an expense are not recognised as an asset in a subsequent period. Capitalised development 
expenditure is recorded as an intangible asset and amortised from the point at which the asset is ready for use on a straight 
line basis over its useful life, not exceeding five years.

2.7 Impairment of non-financial assets
Assets that have an indefinite useful life, for example goodwill, are not subject to amortisation and are tested annually for 
impairment. Assets that are subject to amortisation or depreciation are reviewed for impairment whenever events or changes 
in circumstances indicate that the carrying amount may not be recoverable. An impairment loss is recognised for the amount 
by which the asset’s carrying amount exceeds its recoverable amount. The recoverable amount is the higher of an asset’s 
fair value less costs to sell and value in use. Non-financial assets other than goodwill that suffer an impairment are reviewed 
for possible reversal of the impairment at each reporting date.

2.8 Inventories
Inventories are stated at the lower of cost and net realisable value. Cost comprises actual costs incurred in bringing each 
product to its present location and condition as follows:

–	 Raw materials and consumables:	 Purchase cost on a weighted average basis

–	 Work in progress and finished goods:	 Cost of direct materials

The cost of work in progress and finished goods excludes direct labour and related production overheads as the directors 
consider that this element is not material.

Net realisable value is the estimated selling price in the ordinary course of business, less applicable variable selling expenses. 
Provision is made where necessary for obsolete, slow-moving and defective inventory.

2.9 Trade receivables
Trade receivables are amounts due from customers for products sold or services performed in the ordinary course of 
business. If collection is expected in one year or less, they are classified as current assets. If not, they are presented as non-
current assets.

Trade receivables are initially recognised at fair value and subsequently held at amortised cost. A provision for impairment of 
trade receivables is established when there is objective evidence that the Group will not be able to collect all amounts due 
according to the original terms of the receivables. Significant financial difficulties of the debtor, probability that the debtor 
will enter bankruptcy or financial reorganisation, and default or delinquency in payments (more than 30 days overdue) are 
considered indicators that the trade receivable may be impaired. Management reviews overdue debt on a case by case 
basis and make the judgement on whether the debt is impaired or not. The carrying amount of the asset is reduced through 
the use of an allowance account and the amount of the loss is recognised in the income statement within ‘administrative 
expenses’. When a trade receivable is uncollectable, it is written off against the allowance account for trade receivables. 
Subsequent recoveries of amounts previously written off are credited against ‘administrative expenses’ in the income 
statement.

2.10 Cash and cash equivalents
Cash and cash equivalents includes cash in hand, deposits held at call with banks, other short-term highly liquid investments 
with original maturities of three months or less and bank overdrafts. Bank overdrafts are shown within borrowings in current 
liabilities on the balance sheet.

2.11 Share capital
Ordinary shares are classified as equity. 

Incremental costs directly attributable to the issue of new shares or options are shown in equity as a deduction, net of tax, 
from the proceeds.

2.12 Trade payables
Trade payables are obligations to pay for goods and services that have been acquired in the ordinary course of business 
from suppliers. Trade payables are classified as current liabilities if payment is due within one year or less. If not they are 
presented as non-current liabilities.

Trade payables are recognised at fair value and subsequently held at amortised cost.

2.13 Borrowings
Borrowings are recognised initially at fair value, net of transaction costs incurred. Borrowings are subsequently stated at 
amortised cost; any difference between the proceeds (net of transaction costs) and the redemption value is recognised in the 
income statement over the period of the borrowings using the effective interest method.

Borrowings are classified as current liabilities unless the Group has an unconditional right to defer settlement of the liability for 
at least twelve months after the balance sheet date.

2.14 Current and deferred income tax
The tax expense for the year comprises current and deferred tax. Tax is recognised in the income statement, except to the 
extent that it relates to items recognised in other comprehensive income or directly in equity. In this case, the tax is also 
recognised in other comprehensive income or directly in equity, respectively.

The current income tax charge is calculated on the basis of the tax laws enacted or substantively enacted at the balance 
sheet date. Management periodically evaluates positions taken in tax returns with respect to situations in which applicable 
tax regulation is subject to interpretation. It establishes provisions where appropriate on the basis of amounts expected to be 
paid to the tax authorities.

Deferred income tax is provided in full, using the liability method, on temporary differences arising between the tax bases of 
assets and liabilities and their carrying amounts in the consolidated financial statements. However, the deferred income tax is 
not accounted for, if it arises from initial recognition of an asset or liability in a transaction other than a business combination 
that at the time of the transaction affects neither accounting nor taxable profits or losses. Deferred income tax is determined 
using tax rates (and laws) that have been substantively enacted by the balance sheet date and are expected to apply when 
the related deferred income tax asset is realised or the deferred income tax liability is settled.

Deferred income tax assets are recognised to the extent that it is probable that future taxable profits will be available against 
which the temporary differences can be utilised.

Deferred income tax is provided on temporary differences arising on investments in subsidiaries, except where the timing of 
the reversal of the temporary difference is controlled by the Group and it is probable that the temporary difference will not 
reverse in the foreseeable future.

2.15 Employee benefits
(a) Pension obligations
The Group operates various pension schemes. The schemes are generally funded through payments to insurance 
companies. The Group has only defined contribution plans. A defined contribution plan is a pension plan under which the 
Group pays fixed contributions into a separate entity. 

The Group pays contributions to privately administered pension insurance plans on a contractual or voluntary basis. The 
Group has no further payment obligations once the contributions have been paid. The contributions are recognised as 
employee benefit expense when they are due. Prepaid contributions are recognised as an asset to the extent that a cash 
refund or a reduction in the future payment is available.

(b) Profit-sharing and bonus plans
The Group recognises a liability and an expense for bonuses and profit-sharing, based on a formula that takes into 
consideration the profit attributable to the Company’s shareholders after certain adjustments. The Group recognises a 
provision where contractually obliged or where there is a past practice that has created a constructive obligation.

(c) Share based payments
In respect of options granted before 7 November 2002 which had not vested at that date no charge is recognised in 
accordance with IFRS 2 ‘Share based payments’. No options have been granted since 7 November 2002.

2.16 Revenue recognition
Revenue is measured at the fair value of the consideration received or receivable for the sale of goods and services in the 
ordinary course of the Group’s activities. Revenue is shown net of value added tax, returns, rebates and discounts and after 
eliminating sales within the Group.

2.16 Revenue recognition (continued)
The Group recognises revenue when the amount of revenue can be reliably measured, it is probable that future economic 
benefits will flow to the entity and when specific criteria have been met for each of the Group’s activities as described below. 

Income from the sale of goods is recognised on dispatch to the customer.

Income from the sale of advance maintenance and software and licence contracts (managed support services) is shown as 
deferred income in the balance sheet and released to revenue over the length of the contract in line with the substance of 
the relevant agreement.

The amount of revenue is not considered to be reliably measurable until all contingencies relating to the sale have been 
resolved. In practice this means that revenue is recognised when the service is rendered or goods supplied.

2.17 Leases
Leases in which a significant portion of the risks and rewards of ownership are retained by the lessor are classified as 
operating leases. Payments made under operating leases (net of any incentives received from the lessor) are charged to the 
income statement on a straight-line basis over the period of the lease.

The Group leases certain property, plant and equipment. Leases of property, plant and equipment where the Group has 
substantially all the risks and rewards of ownership are classified as finance leases. Finance leases are capitalised at the 
lease’s commencement at the lower of the fair value of the leased property and the present value of the minimum lease 
payments. Each lease payment is allocated between the liability and finance charges. The corresponding rental obligations, 
net of finance charges, are included in borrowings. The interest element of the finance cost is charged to the income 
statement over the lease period so as to produce a constant periodic rate of interest on the remaining balance of the liability 
for each period. The property, plant and equipment acquired under finance leases is depreciated over the shorter of the 
useful life of the asset and the lease term.

2.18 Dividend distribution
Any annual final dividend is not provided for until approved at the Annual General Meeting whilst interim dividends are 
charged in the period they are paid.

2.19 Exceptional items
Items which are both material and non-recurring in nature are presented as exceptional items so as to provide a better 
indication of the Group’s underlying business performance and are shown separately on the face of the Income statement. 

3	 Financial risk management
3.1 Financial risk management
The Group’s activities expose it to a variety of financial risks: market risk (including foreign exchange risk, cash flow and 
fair value interest rate risk), credit risk and liquidity risk. The Group’s overall risk management programme focuses on the 
unpredictability of financial markets and seeks to minimise potential adverse effects on the Group’s financial performance.

(a)	 Market risk
(i)	 Foreign exchange risk

The Group operates internationally and is exposed to foreign exchange risk arising from various currency exposures, 
principally with respect to the Euro and the US Dollar. Foreign exchange risk arises from future commercial transactions and 
recognised assets and liabilities.

Natural hedging occurs through the matching of foreign currency income, expenditure and commitments. When projected 
foreign currency balances are not anticipated to be covered through this natural matching process, the Group may choose 
to enter into forward foreign exchange contracts through its bankers and other financial institutions.

At 31 December 2013, no forward foreign exchange contracts were outstanding (2012: £nil).

At 31 December 2013, if Sterling had weakened/strengthened by 6% against the Euro with all other variables held constant, 
post-tax profit for the year would have been £48,000 (2012: £91,000) higher/lower, mainly as a result of foreign exchange 
gains/losses on translation of Euro denominated trade receivables.

(ii)	 Cash flow and fair value interest rate risk

As the Group has no significant interest-bearing assets, the Group’s income and operating cash flows are substantially 
independent of changes in market interest rates. As there are no borrowings the Group’s income and operating cash flows 
remain consistent.
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(b)	 Credit risk
The Group has a customer credit policy in place and the exposure to credit risk is monitored on an ongoing basis. 

At 31 December 2013 there were no significant concentrations of credit risk (2012: £nil). The maximum exposure to credit 
risk is represented by the carrying amount of each financial asset included in the balance sheet. Management does not 
expect any losses from non-performance by these counterparties. Due to the nature of the Group’s business credit risk is 
assessed on a customer by customer basis prior to entering into contractual arrangements.

(c) 	Liquidity risk
The Group maintains short term cash deposits and unutilised banking facilities to mitigate any liquidity risk it may face. 
Management monitors rolling forecasts of the Group’s liquidity reserves on the basis of forecast cash flow.

3.2	Capital risk management

The resulting accounting estimates will, by definition, 
seldom equal the related actual results. The estimates and assumptions that have a significant risk of causing a material 
adjustment to the carrying amounts of assets and liabilities within the next financial year are discussed below.

(a) Estimated impairment of goodwill
The Group tests annually whether goodwill has suffered any impairment, in accordance with the accounting policy stated 
above. The recoverable amounts of cash-generating units have been determined based on value-in-use calculations. These 
calculations require the use of estimates, both in arriving at the expected future cash flows and the application of a suitable 
discount rate in order to calculate the present value of these flows. These calculations have been carried out using the 
assumptions in note 15.

 (b) Development expenditure
The Group recognises costs incurred on development projects as an intangible asset which satisfy the requirements of IAS 
38. The calculation of the costs incurred includes the percentage of time spent by certain employees on the development 
project. The decision whether to capitalise and how to determine the period of economic benefit of a development project 
requires an assessment of the commercial viability of the project and the prospect of selling the project to new or existing 
customers.

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a)	 Accounting policies
The Parent Company financial statements have been prepared on the going concern basis under the historical cost 
convention and in accordance with the Companies Act 2006 and applicable accounting standards in the United Kingdom. A 
summary of the more important accounting policies of the Parent Company, which have been applied consistently, is set out 
below.

Tangible fixed assets
Tangible fixed assets are stated at their purchase price, together with any incidental expenses of acquisition.

Provisions for depreciation and diminution in value, including obsolescence and impairment, have been made against fixed 
assets at rates calculated to reduce the net book amount of each asset to its estimated residual value on a straight line basis 
over its estimated economic life. The principal annual rates used for this purpose are:

Fixtures, fittings and computer equipment: over 4 – 5 years

Fixed asset investments
Investments are shown at historic cost less provision for impairment. Any impairment in the value of investments is charged 
to the profit and loss account.

Deferred taxation
The charge for taxation is based on the result for the year. Deferred tax is provided in full on timing differences that result in 
an obligation at the balance sheet date to pay more tax in future, or a right to pay less tax, at a future date at rates expected 
to apply when they crystallise, based on current tax rates and laws. Deferred tax is not provided on timing differences arising 
from the revaluation of fixed assets where there is no binding contract to dispose of these assets.

Payments made under operating leases (net of any incentives received from the lessor) are charged to the 
income statement on a straight-line basis over the period of the lease.

The Company leases certain property, plant and equipment. Leases of property, plant and equipment where the Company 
has substantially all the risks and rewards of ownership are classified as finance leases. Finance leases are capitalised at 
the lease’s commencement at the lower of the fair value of the leased property and the present value of the minimum lease 
payments. Each lease payment is allocated between the liability and finance charges. The corresponding rental obligations, 
net of finance charges, are included in other long term payables. The interest element of the finance cost is charged to the 
income statement over the lease period so as to produce a constant periodic rate of interest on the remaining balance of the 
liability for each period. The property, plant and equipment acquired under finance leases is depreciated over the shorter of 
the useful life of the asset and the lease term.
